
Vincent had an older brother who died at birth. His name was also Vincent van Gogh. Vincent’s beloved brother Theo died six months after Vincent and is buried next to him in Auvers, France. 

Vincent van Gogh created his most famous work The Starry Night while staying in an asylum in France. He was close friends with another famous artist - Paul Gauguin. 

Van Gogh suffered from temporal lobe epilepsy as well as other mental and physical conditions.  

He suffered from hallucinations and mental illness, which eventually led to a self-inflicted gunshot wound to his chest in a field in France. He did not die until 2 days later, at the age of 37. 
Vincent van Gogh never had much formal training in art. He attended an art school for just a few months in Antwerp, in 1885, just four years before his death.

Vincent’s brother’s wife collected Vincent’s paintings and letters after his death and dedicated herself to getting his work the recognition it deserved. Johanna was the first to publish the artist's letters and was responsible for helping to bring his work to the public eye.
In a short period of ten years Van Gogh made approximately 900 paintings and 1,100 drawings.
Vincent only sold one painting during his lifetime -"The Red Vineyard" and only became famous after his death. His work began to shoot to fame 11 years after his death.
Vincent van Gogh did not cut off his ear; he only cut off a small portion of his ear lobe. He gave it to a prostitute.
Van Gogh wrote over 800 letters in his lifetime. The majority of them written to his brother and closest friend Theo. 
The artist seriously questioned his own talent and ability, as evidenced throughout many of the hundreds of letters he wrote to his brother, Theo.
Van Gogh attempted to attack his great friend Paul Gauguin with an open razor during an epileptic seizure, which in the end resulted in the artist cutting off a piece of his own ear.

Vincent’s earliest career hope was to be a pastor in a church, just  like his father. He also spent several years ministering to the working class. He was dismissed from ministry because he was overly enthusiastic to the point of being considered a zealot fanatik, zanesenjak).

Van Gogh was financially supported most of his life by his brother, Theo. Van Gogh began painting because of the Theo's encouragement.
Van Gogh never found romantic love in his life, although he had two unhappy romances, one with a widowed cousin who rejected him.
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
